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School Uniforms Should Be Used in All Public Schools
Wearing school uniforms gives an impression that a student is a member of a given school, college or institution. It is a very important aspect of being a student. Putting the uniform on is like a vow that the student accepts that he or she is pride to be a member of the institution. In addition, it means that you are being respectful to the school (Marsha, 2008). apart from the fact that uniforms give students a sense of belonging, they also create a school`s identity in the specific society and the community at large (Spencer, 2013). Most students look very smart in the school uniforms and are proud of their appearance. 

 The most important point is that wearing uniforms reduces distraction in the classroom. Uniforms sharpen the students` focus on their studies and this makes the environment of the classroom very serious and it, eventually, makes the students to perform better and understand every aspect taught in the classroom (Spencer, 2013).  According to Spencer, “Perhaps most importantly, uniform means students don't have to worry about peer pressure when it comes to their clothes.  

When everyone is dressed the same, worrying about what you look like isn't so important.” This is because there is no wearing competition in the classroom. The students remain humble and they do not place heavy financial pressures on their parents. Also, it reduces bullying in the classroom because, you cannot make fun of what a fellow classmate is wearing because everyone is wearing the same clothes and the same color (Spencer, 2013).  

According to Kokemuller, a common reason for putting on uniform is safety. This is because, gang activity centers on the members that wear certain similar attire. There,” a mandatory uniform can impede the ability of gangs to distinguish them. Additionally, violence involving theft of shoes and other accessories is reduced if all students wear the same attire” (Kokemuller, 2016). The uniforms create an environment where the students are only stereotyped and judged based on what they wear. When everyone is wearing a uniform in the school compound, the school officials are able to identify any potential intruder in the school (Marsha, 2008).  

However, critics of this view argue that Wearing uniforms prohibits individuality as well as the personality of a child. It is argued that most times, students are forced to wear uniforms that conflicts with both her self-image and her personality. In this case, the student becomes unwilling to disclose their feelings and to disclose their ideas. In this regard, it is arguably believed that creative expression is mostly hatched from a culture that is more relaxed rather than uniformed or professional attire (Kokemuller, 2016). It has also been argued that wearing uniforms can cause a burden to the parents or the school districts. In most of the schools, uniforms are funded by the taxpayers and are mostly taken out of the school budgets. In most cases, though, parents are asked to bear the financial burden of the requirement of uniforms (Kokemuller, 2016).  

According to the debate on ("Public School Uniform Debate - Education Bug", n.d.), the main reason why head teachers have a dress code is because it is easier to select a uniform than to institute a certain dress code for the school. This is easier compared to enforcing laws that allow students to choose their clothes independently. This is mainly because children are from different backgrounds based on class, race and ethnicity. Lack of uniforms could also lead to peer-pressure that some families may have trouble affording. These may include expensive watches, short dresses and skirts. Therefore, uniforms refocus this kind of issue ("Public School Uniform Debate - Education Bug", n.d.). Students also remain humble. 

Most schools have now introduced uniform P.E kits. These kits help the students to maintain a very high appearance standard and this makes the reputation of the school excellent ("School Uniform", 2016). The local community notices the uniqueness of the given school because the students wear the uniform when going for trips or when there is a sports activity.  It makes it easier for the parents to identify whether their child have an appropriate kit for games. The kits mostly have the school badge and the name of the school making this a very formal process that reduces theft and helps in case of theft or lost property ("School Uniform", 2016).  

From the above description, it is clear that the advantages of having uniform in the school outweigh the disadvantages of the same. Therefore, it is recommended that all schools introduce the idea of wearing uniforms and P.E kits. For this reason, therefore, it brings this essay to a conclusion that school uniforms should be won by every student. 
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
