Midwest University Center for Diversity Stewart Findlay is the project coordinator for the
Midwest University Center for Diversity. He is currently working on a Web site titled “The
Voices of Civil Rights,” containing Web pages with extended quotes from civil rights lead-
ers of the past and present. He has asked you to help develop a design for the pages in the
series. He has given you the text for one of the pages, which is about Martin Luther

King, Jr.

Stewart has supplied a photo of Dr. King that he would like you to include in the page. He
has seen how text can be made to wrap irregularly around a photo in graphic design soft-
ware, and wonders if you can do the same thing in a Web page. While you cannot use
this same technique with page elements, which are always a rectangular shape, you can
break a single image into a series of rectangles of different sizes. When the text wraps
around these stacked rectangles, they provide the appearance of a single image with an
irregular line wrap. Stewart asks you to try this with his Dr. King photo. Figure 3-62 shows
a preview of the page you'll create. Note how the right margin of the text seems to wrap
around Dr. King's image along a diagonal line, rather than a vertical one.

To complete this task:

1. Use your text editor to open the kingtxt.htm file from the tutorial.03/case2 folder of
your Data Files. Enter your name and the date in the comment section of the file.
Save the file as king.htm.

Make the following style changes to the entire page:

« Set the foreground color to black.

o Use a single style to set the background color to the value (204, 204, 153) and fix
the background image, back.jpg, in the lower-left corner of the page. Make the
image scrollable.

o Set the default font size of the text on the page to 0.9em.

o Set the left margin of the page to 60 pixels.

3. Go to the h1 heading and add the following styles:

o Set the foreground color to the color value (204, 204, 153) and the background
color to the value (102, 102, 204).

* Display the text in an Arial, Helvetica, or sans-serif font.

¢ Center the text of the heading,





[image: image3.jpg]‘ 4. Stewart wants to have a drop letter starting the quote from Dr. King. To create the

drop letter:

* Enclose the first word in Dr. King's speech, “I”, in a span element.

* Float the span element on the left margin of the paragraph.

¢ Display the text in a bold font that is 3em in size. Set the font color to the value
(102, 102, 204).

* Set the line height of the span element to Tem.

* Set the right margin of the element to 5 pixels. Set the size of the three other mar-
gins to 0 pixels.

' 5. To create an irregular line wrap around the image, you have to break the image into
several files and then stack them on the left or right margin, displaying an image only
when the margin is clear of the previous image. To remove the seams between the
images, you have to set the top and bottom margins to 0. The Martin Luther King, Jr.
graphic has been broken into six files for you. To stack them:

* Atthe very end of the first paragraph (directly before the closing </p> tag), insert the
king1.gif image, aligned with the right margin of the page. Set the left margin to
5 pixels and the other three margins to 0 pixels. For nongraphical browsers display
an empty text string (“”).

* Below the king1.gif image, insert the king2.gif image, aligned with the right mar-
gin. Format this element to display only when the right margin is clear. As before,
set the left margin to 5 pixels and set the other three margin sizes to 0 pixels. Set
the alternate text string to the empty string, “".

* Below the king2.gif, insert the king3.gif through kingé.gif images, formatted in the
same way you formatted the king2.gif image. Be sure to display each of these
images only when the right margin is clear or they will not stack properly.

6. Enclose the phrase, “Free at last! Free at last! Thank God Almighty, we are free at
last!” in a span element and make the following style changes:
® Change the text color to the value (102, 102, 204).
¢ Change the text to boldface.

* Set the font size to 1.2em.

7. Change the color of the horizontal line at the bottom of the page to the value (102,
102, 204). Display the line only when the right margin is clear.

8. Make the following style changes to the address text at the bottom of the page:

* Display the text in a normal font (not italic).

Set the font size to 0.7em and the font color to (102, 102, 204).

* Display the text in an Arial, Helvetica, or sans-serif font.
¢ Transform the text to uppercase letters using a style.
9. Save your changes to the file.

10. Open the king.htm file in your Web browser and verify that the layout matches that

shown in Figure 3-62 (there may be small style differences depending on your browser).
